1. Adoption of Resolution OB-2012-07, A Resolution of the Oversight Board
of the Successor Agency to the Dissolved Winters Community
Development Agency Approving a Budget for 2012-2013 and 2013-2014

Director of Financial Management Gunby reviewed the resolution and the budget
with the Board explaining that the City of Winters and the City as the Successor
Agency to the dissolved Community Development Agency are required to adopt
a budget for the following fiscal year before the current fiscal year ends. Gunby
reported that the budget being presented to the Board is the same as what was
included in the City of Winters budget. The City of Winters adopted its operating
budget at its May 15, 2012 meeting. This resolution is for the Oversight Board to
~ adopt the budget of the successor agency.

2. Adoption of Resolution OB-2012-08, A Resolution Adopting Meeting Rules
of Order '

City Manager Donlevy reported that the resolution contains the two amendments
requested by the board to reflect as required by AB1X 26 that it fakes a majority
of the entire board and not just those in attendance to take action and that an
“abstention” always be counted as a “no” vote. Board Member Anderson
requested that the section regarding abstentions be further clarified to indicate
that in counting votes under Rosenberg’s Rules we would count those present in
the vote, i.e. an abstention would count as a no vote.

Board Member Anderson moved adoption of Resolution OB-2012-08 with the above
amendment, second by Board Member Romney. The motion carried with the
following vote:

3. Status Update on AB 1X26 Clean-up Legislation- Information ltem

City Manager Donlevy reported that one of the trailer bills to the State’s budget
bill is very draconian. The trailer bill gives the Department of Finance all kinds of
power even though they are not elected or ratified appointments. The State now
views any rule they make regarding redevelopment funds as “their” money. If
they say that the agreements between the City and the RDA are okay then they
will say that they “gave” us the money, if they say that the agreements are not
okay then they can ask for the money back and if we don'’t have it they will go
after other income sources of ours. Director of Financial Management Gunby
stated that they are looking for anything they can to make us transfer money
back to them that can then go to the schools, it is all about school finance and
how the State can grab money from local governments to meet their obligations
for school finance. Originally a lot of discretion was given to the county auditors
but the DOF felt the county auditors were being too generous and not enough
was coming back to the State so the DOF is taking control to get even more
back. Chairman Justus commented that AB1X 26 is punishment for the passage
of Proposition 22.

City Manager Donlevy stated that there would not be a meeting of the Oversight
Board for awhile unless something changes. Director of Financial Management
Gunby stated that the next ROPS is due November 15, 2012 so the next
Oversight Board meeting will most likely be in October but she also commented
that could change if the State comes up with something new.

ADJOURNMENT: Chair Justus adjourned the meeting at 2:44 p.m.

BACKGROUN:

On June 27, 2012, AB 1484 was approved by Governor Jerry Brown and took effect immediately.
One of the provisions included in AB1484 was that the Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule
(ROPS) for January 1, 2013 through June 30, 2013 must be submitted to the county auditor-
controller, the State Controller and the DOF by the successor agency, after approval by the
oversight board, no later than September 1, 2012.

Commencing with the July-December 2013 ROPS, successor agencies must submit an oversight
board-approved ROPS to the DOF and county auditor-controller no less than 90 days before the
date of property tax distribution.

DISCUSSION: _

Pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 34172, the Winters Community Development
Agency (“Agency”) was dissolved as of February 1, 2012. The City of Winters (“RDA Successor
Agency”) is the successor agency of the Agency. The Oversight Board is responsible for approving
the actions of the RDA Successor Agency pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 34179.

Atrtached is the ROPS for the time period January 1, 2013 through June 30,2013 as required by
82573.00022\6861973.2 ,




AB1484. The ROPS is submitted at this meeting due to the fact that the next regularly scheduled
meeting for the Oversight Board Meeting occurs after the due date of the ROPS. Included on the
ROPS is 177,531.31 to pay the Winters Cemetery District pass through payments that were
calculated incorrectly in the past four years. The pass through agreement was reviewed by the City
Atrorney and a miscalculation was determined to have occurred. This is a onetime only increase
in the‘amount of pass through for the Cemetery District based on Civil Code 343 that limits the
amount of refund the former Redevelopment Agency can pay to the Cemetery District to 4 years.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Failure to adopt the ROPS will cause payments to be held for obligations of the former
Redevelopment Agency until such approval is received.
